Coastal Cleanup Day September 17, 2016 -- By Kim Lonie

As boat owners and lovers of the water, Oakland Yacht Club has joined forces with the
California Coastal Commission and the Ocean Conservancy in participating in this
annual cleanup day. This year, we would like to have as many of our members and
friends join us in cleaning up our marina and surrounding areas. We will be joined by
over 60,000 volunteers around California to make our marine environment healthier.
Last year volunteers collected almost 1.2 million pounds of garbage!

Bring your kayak, canoe, paddleboard, inflatable, walking shoes, nets, gloves, buckets
and yourself to participate.

HOW MARINE DEBRIS HARMS WILDLIFE
Entanglement

Common items like fishing line,
strapping bands and six-pack rings
can hamper the mobility of marine
animals and cause injury. Once
entangled, animals have trouble
eating, breathing or swimming, all of
which can have fatal results. Plastics
do not biodegrade and continue to
trap and kill animals year after year.
Marine debris entanglements have
been documented for more than 200 species of animals.

Ingestion

Birds, fish and mammals can mistake plastic for food. Debris may cause choking and
injuries, and with plastic filling their stomachs, animals may have a false feeling of being
full and may die of starvation. Sea turtles mistake plastic bags for jellyfish, one of their
favorite foods. Ingestion of debris has been documented in 56% of cetacean species.
Even gray whales have been found dead with plastic bags and sheeting in their
stomachs. A recent study of harbor seals in the Netherlands found that more than 12%
had plastic in their digestive system. 95% of Northern Fulmars studied in the North Sea
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between 2007 and 2011 were found to contain plastic, on an average 0.38 grams. This
could equal as much as 8.4% of the bird's body weight.

Disruption of Habitat

Floating marine debris can provide a new and increased method of transport for species
across vast ocean distances, which may cause trouble for biodiversity if the introduced
species prove to be invasive. A 2002 study of 30 remote islands throughout the world
showed that marine debris more than doubled the "rafting" opportunities for species. In
2005 and 2006, surveys of marine debris in the Seychelles Islands showed that on
some beaches more than 60% of debris items carried non-native species.

Marine debris is not just an issue for the surface of the ocean. Debris is also found on
the deep ocean floor. An extensive survey extending down to 4,000 meters off the coast
of Monterey found that debris was more common in the deeper parts of Monterey
Canyon, below 2,000 feet. Found items included large numbers of plastic bags, as well
as metal cans, fishing equipment, glass bottles, shoes, and tires.

AB 2092 (Frazier) wanted to use recreational boaters funds for the cleanup of

abandoned commercial vessels. This would have bankrupted the entire amount of

available funds earmarked for cleanup of abandoned recreational vessels. Also

commercial vessel owners do not contribute to

RBOC is supporting AB 1829 [Levine] that would clarify current law pertaining to boating
under the influence [BUI] as the measure is considered in the Senate Committee on
Public Safety.

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RBOC supports the provisions of AB 1829 that would conform the advisement
provisions of the Penal Code related to BUI, to existing provisions in the Harbors and
Navigation Code.

The measure would amend Harbors and Navigation Code Section 655.1. The revision
would clarify that an officer who arrests a person on suspicion of operating a vessel or
watercraft while under the influence shall inform the person that:

1 He or she may be charged with a crime,

1 He or she has the right to refuse chemical testing, and

1 The officer has the authority to seek a search warrant to compel a blood draw if

the person refuses to submit to, or fails to complete, a blood test.

This provision would replace the obsolete provision in the current law. That provision
requires an officer to inform a person arrested for a BUI that his or her refusal to submit
to, or failure to complete, the required chemical testing may be used against the person
in a court of law and that the court may impose increased penalties for that refusal or
failure, upon conviction. Neither of those statements is accurate.

AB 1829 has already passed the Assembly. The measure is sponsored by the California
State Sheriffs' Association.

BOATU.S. URGES BOATERS TO CONTACT EPA & ASK FOR
REDUCTION IN ETHANOL MANDATE

In what has become another sign of spring, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
is calling for comments on the so-called "renewable volume obligations (RVOs)" for
2017. Why am | sharing this with you? These make up the Federal mandate dictating
how much ethanol must be mixed into the nation's gas supply required by the 2005
Renewable Fuel Standards (RFS) law. While America's total fuel consumption has been
on a long decline, (which is a wonderful accomplishment!) the amount of ethanol that
must be blended into it continues to go up. This year the EPA has proposed to mandate
18.8 billion gallons of ethanol be used, making it even more likely you will see E15 (15%
ethanol, prohibited to use in marine engines!) at the fuel pump and making it harder to
find EO (ethanol free) fuel if that is your preference.
